Christian College Athletic Association (NCCAA) All-American
(1st) team while 2B Hannah Gardner was named a 2nd teamer.
• Jordan Reynolds was named to the National Fastpitch Coaches
Association (NFCA) All-American (2nd) team; Jordan Reynolds
also took home the prestigious NFCA NAIA Golden Shoe Award.
The award is presented to the nation’s top base stealer in each
division.  Reynolds won the award on the strength of her perfect
55-55 stolen base performance.
The Tigers excelled in the classroom as well in 2011. The squad
posted a cumulative 3.406 GPA for the year.
